5B)  Comprehensive Trail Plan

· Dr. Perry Wood of MSU recommends the City divide the project into two phases.  Phase one would develop several options for Main Street and hold a public meeting for residents to vote on their top design.  Phase two would be the Duck Lake and Pines trail loop.
· Ms. McBeth explained Dr. Wood would like to meet with the Commission to discuss these projects.  

· The Commission would like to see Ms. McBeth and Ms. Steele continue with the project.

· Mr. Voth explained the City should submit application for funding through the Legicacy Act.

5C)  Wireless Telecommunication Towers and Antennas
