Old Business:
5A)  Zoning Ordinance Revisions
Ms. Elvebak presented revisions to zoning chapters one, three, four, and five based upon the sample format selected by the Commission.  Ms. Elvebak explained that chapter two, which contains the definitions, will be one of the last chapters to revise so that all new definitions are incorporated into the chapter.  The Commission explained they would like to see the language become more black and white, rather than left to interpretation.  Ms. Elvebak will continue to send chapters to Ms. Steele as they are completed.  The Commission will review as the chapters become ready.  Postpone Definitely.
New Business:
6A)  Point Wild Second Addition
Mr. Smith explained that three years ago he presented a plan to the Commission to replat the Point Wild Subdivision.  The Commission and the City Council approved the re-plat under the Urban Fringe Overlay District, but ultimately Blue Earth County denied the request.  Mr. Smith presented three concepts for the Commission to consider tonight.  The first concept is re-platting lots eight, nine, and ten into eight lost which meet the County’s zoning requirements.  Mr. Smith asked that the Commission approve the plat under Urban Fringe Overlay District due to the proposed property being located contiguous to City limits.  Mr. Smith explained if the City approved the re-plat, Mr. Oswald will still have to ask the County for building permit, which they understand the risk associated with this.  Mr. Smith explained the City of Waterville approves platting of property located within two miles of the City.  The City of Mankato sets on a board but denies all plat if the property is located within two miles of the City.  In this situation, the City of 
Mankato requires the property to annex into the City.  Concept number two is for a twenty lot subdivision that would be annexed into the City.  Mr. Oswald would install a lift station and sanitary sewer, with a possible connection in the Three Lakes Subdivision.  Mr. Oswald would ask that the City’s requirements of curb, gutter, and water will be allowed to be phased in under an agreement.
